For many people – writing a book is one of the things on their Life’s Things to do before they …   A new set of products and web services now make this something anyone with an idea can do.  Some of the names & acronym’s to describe this process are:

· ODB - On Demand Books - are available at Major Bookstores like Amazon.com

· POD - Publish on Demand

I break up the types of books you can create into two categories:

· Normal Books – with Bar Codes, sold on Amazon or other Books stores
· Picture Books -or- Coffee Table Books without an ISBN
Book authoring software can be downloaded and the creation of the book can be done on your personal computer.  There are several companies that offer this software:

As of today blurb.com will also take the book in PDF format – see attached eMail announcement on page 4.  Let’s look at some of the books you can create using the blurb.com web site, it’s software can run on Mac or Windows operating systems.  Select a book from their featured section ( http://www.blurb.com/bookstore/featured

Things to notice as you look through a book:

1.  The entire book can be viewed, in public view only first 15 pages can be viewed
2. The user experiences the look of pages being turned

3. You can go back and forth through the book

4. You can purchase a book – and depending on how the author configured the book

a. You many have different purchase options

b. Hard Cover or Paperback – with prices set by the author

c. The author has the option to select the price of the book over the cost

d. The proceeds are forwarded to the Authors account

e. Pricing is in US Dollars, Pounds, or Euros
